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Introduction to Waste Management  

Why Worry About Waste?   LǘΩǎ ŀ ŦŀŎǘ ƻŦ ƭƛŦŜτeveryone produces 
waste.  But like many other everyday occurrences, the rate of waste 
production has increased dramatically in the past few decades.  The 
average American generated 2.68 pounds of trash per day in 1960.  The 

average Maryland citizen now creates an average of about 7 pounds of 
trash per day.  Combine this with our growing population, land

    In the past it may have seemed simple to just throw things

Frederick County the landfill is filling up, so the majority of 
our waste is trucked out of state to other landfills.  This 
system is costly, inefficient and unsustainable. 

What You Can Do.  While waste management has become a more critical 

and complicated issue, it is not a problem that can be solved solely by 
government policy, industry action or even by technological advances.

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Recycling Is Not the Answer!   Well, recycling alone cannot solve the 

problem of too much trash.  Recycling is good; it diverts resources that

sustainable, such as: single use/disposable items, Styrofoam®, plastic bags, 

goods with excessive packaging and toxic materials.  

Reduce.  Take advantage of services that reduce the amount of junk mail 

you receive (see the resource directory on the following pages).  Buy items 

in bulk to decrease packaging.  Look for energy-efficient and long lasting 

appliances and electronics.  Inventory your kitchen goods, use what you 

have and avoid wasting foods. 

Reuse.  Recognize the value of durable, reusable goods instead of 

disposable items.  Use tote bags for shopping.  Get an electric razor.  Use 

cloths instead of paper towels and disinfecting wipes.  When possible, 

carry, use and refill a reusable bottle.  Invest in rechargeable batteries.  

Look for recycled-content products, such as office paper and tissues.  Shop 

for used-but-good products and donate your old items to resale 

organizations (see the resource directory for more information).

Checklist for Wasting Less  

There are lots of ways you can help your household waste less! 

c Place a container to collect recyclables next to every trash can in your 
homeτƛŦ ƛǘΩǎ ŜŀǎƛŜǊ ǘƻ ǊŜŎȅŎƭŜΣ ǇŜƻǇƭŜ ǿƛƭƭΦ 

c Use reusable cloths rather than single-use, disposable wipes or paper 
towels.  Keep a jar of cloth wipes soaking in a cleaning solution, ready-to
-go on your kitchen or bathroom counter. 

c Use compost to reduce waste and boost the health of your garden.  
Aside from diverting up to 30% of your trash (food and yard waste), 
compost creates healthier soil, making stronger, healthier plantsτand 
that means less fertilizer and chemicals to buy or dispose.   

c Buyτand carry with youτa reusable mug or bottle. 

c Put a reminder sticker on your steering wheel so you never forget to 
bring your reusable bags to the store again! 

c Take along a reusable container for leftovers when you eat out. 

c Regularly inventory what is in your refrigerator and cupboards to avoid 
buying excess.  Look at expiration dates to avoid wasting foods.  

c Buy and use rechargeable batteries and a charger.

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Facts About Waste & Recycling  

ê Curbside recycling began in Frederick County in 1991, with a pilot 

program for 4,000 households. 

ê By 2009, every single-family home in the county could participate 

in curbside recycling; thatõs now more than 75,000 households ! 

Frederick County has the largest geographic collection area of any 

curbside recycling program in the state of Maryland.  

ê Recycling 1 ton of paper saves: enough energy to power the 

average American home for six months, 7,000 gallons of water, 3.3 

cubic yards of landfill space and reduces greenhouse gas 

emissions by one metric ton of carbon equivalent. (EPA, 2013) 

ê In Frederick County in 2011:  

-  915,514,000 pounds  (457,757 tons) of waste were generated.  

-  231,859,080 pounds (115,929.54 tons) of material were 

recycled , including 2,967 tons of plastic, 4,645  tons of metals, 

2,996 tons of glass and 43,434 tons of paper and cardboard. 

ê The County Commissioners have established a waste diversion 

goal (material removed from the waste stream through recycling, 

composting and other strategies) of 60% by the year 2025 . 

ê Businesses pay significantly less to drop off recyclable materials at 

the countyõs waste transfer station versus regular trash. 

ê As part of a 2012 Maryland law, multi-family properties with more 

than 10 units are required to make recycling service available for 

their residents by October 2014. 

ê Recycling one aluminum can saves enough energy to run a 100-

watt bulb for 20 hours, a computer for 3 hours, or a TV for 3 hours. 

(EPA, 2008)  For every six-pack of soda or beer not recycled, the 

energy equivalent of one beverage can full of gasoline is 

squandered. (Container Recycling Institute, 2001) 

ê Americans comprise only 5% of the global population, but create 

30% of the worldõs garbage.  (Source: America Recycles Day Foundation)

Recycling in Frederick County is Easy!  Every single-family 
household (including townhomes) can recycle using our single-stream 
curbside collection program.  And, we have a website just for you, with 
answers to the most frequently asked questions:

What is òsingle streamó?  It simply means that all county-accepted 
recyclable items can be mixed together in a single containerτno sorting, 

compacting or bundling required!  General guidelines for the single 

stream program include:  

Place items loose inside a curbside collection containerτnot inside 
bags!  (The only exceptions to this rule are recyclable plastic bags 
which should be gathered together inside a single recyclable plastic 
bag, and shredded paper, which should be placed in a paper bag or in a 
paper-based box such a cereal box or cardboard.) 

While recyclables do not need to be spotless, it is recommended that 
items be rinsed to keep the inside of your cart/bin and the collected 
materials clean.  All containers MUST be empty. 

Excess recyclables that cannot fit in your bin or cart may be bundled 
up or put in a paper bag, cardboard box, or small open tote labeled for 
recycling and placed alongside the county-issued container at the curb. 

Recyclables must be placed at the curb no later than 6 am of the day 
of collection. Please place cart with the arrows on the lid facing the 
street, four feet from possible obstructions such as mailboxes or cars, 
and within 6 feet of the road.

week.  Our free mobile app can provide your schedule,

holidays, but rather will slide to the next day.  This results in all 
collections that follow the holiday in that week to be picked up one day

To accommodate this, all recycling pick-ups for that week will 
slide one day later, with the last pick up on Saturday instead of Friday. 

WEATHER.  Weather -related cancellations of curbside service are 

based on county road conditions and the storm forecast.  Safety 
is our priority. Cancellations, delays or changes to service will be listed on 
our website (www.FrederickCountyMD.gov/recycle), updated in our 
mobile app (www.my-waste.mobi/FrederickMD), posted on our Facebook 
page (www.Facebook.com/FrederickRecycles), and announced in voice 
recordings on our phone line (301-600-2960) and sent to local media. 

CARTS AND BINS.   If you need a recycling cart, please contact 
Allied Waste Services (see contact info on previous page.)   Every single-
family household is entitled to one collection container free of charge; 
replacements for lost or damaged containers can be requested once per 
year.  Wheeled carts come in three sizes: 35-, 65ς and 95-gallon models.  
Traditional 18-gallon bins may be requested instead of a cart (not in 
addition to a cart.) For more detailed information on carts, see page 17. 
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Items Accepted for Single -Stream Recycling  

Recyclable packaging (cans, jars, etc.) should always be emptied of all 
products before recycling. 

V Magazines and catalogs, junk mail and envelopes 

V Newspapers, including all inserts (PLEASE remove newspaper from any 
plastic delivery bags!) 

V Brown paper bags  

V Non-metallic wrapping paper and craft paper 

V Paperboard boxes, such as cracker and cereal boxes without liners 

V Thick paper, such as cardstock, file folders, etc. 

V Corrugated cardboard (Remove any Styrofoam packing materials and 
outer plastic shrink-wrapping from cardboard packaging!) 

V Books, including paperbacks, hardbacks and telephone books 

V Clean paper productsτcolored and white, such as typing, fax, copy, 
letterhead, notebooks, etc. 

V Shredded paper (please gather and place inside a paper bag) 

V Milk cartons (paper or plastic) and juice boxes (not juice pouches) 

V Glass food and beverage containers such as jars and bottles 

V Tin and steel food and beverage containers, such as for pet food, soup 
and vegetable cans 

V Aluminum food and beverage containers 

V Clean aluminum foil and aluminum pie pans 

V Empty aerosol cans 

V Plastic bags, such as grocery bags, newspaper bags and others. These 
should ALWAYS be gathered and placed all together inside one bag) 

V Empty, household, plastic containers and lids, including narrow-neck 
bottles (such as for water, soda bottles, detergent, salad dressing, etc.) 
and wide-mouth containers (such as peanut butter jars, margarine tubs, 
yogurt containers, kitty litter buckets, prescription bottles, etc.) 
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PLEASE NOTEñother items are recyclable, but not necessarily in the 

single-stream  program.  Please refer to pages 21-22 to learn how to 

recycle oversized plastics, electronics, appliances, textiles and more. 



 

 

When in doubt, throw it out!  Non-recyclable trash hurts the 
recycling program by decreasing collection efficiency and reducing the 
market value of your recyclable items.  Items that are not recyclable in 
Frederick County include: 

O Soiled paper products (such as paper plates, greasy pizza boxes, etc..) 

O Soft, low-grade paper products (such as napkins)τeven if clean. 

O Potato chip/snack food bags and cracker/cereal box liners 

O Metallic , glittery or plastic wrapping paper or cards 

O Waxed paper or waxed boxes, ice cream cartons 

O Ceramic/pottery/china plates, mugs, etc. 

O Drinking glasses, window glass, mirrors 

O PVC pipes, vinyl siding, rubber hoses 

O Anything made of Polystyrene (Styrofoam®) 

O Microwaveable plastics (such as disposable meal trays) 

O Trash bags (and please do not place recyclables inside trash bags!) 

O Thin, brittle plastic containers and packaging (such as Solo cups or 
take-out/salad bars containers) and molded plastic retail packaging 

O Hazardous material containers (such as for pesticides, motor oil, etc.) 

O Metal objects that are not packaging/food containers (i.e., cans are 
OK, but pots, forks, wire hangers, etc.. are not accepted curbside. See 
p. 21 for scrap metal recycling at our drop off site.) 

Four Basic Rules for PLASTICêThere are many types of plastic used 
in manufacturingτmany of which are recyclable, but not all.  Some 
plastics do not recycle well and others have little or no market for resale.  
Refer to the plastics chart on pages 19-20 for more information. 

1. bƻ άƳȅǎǘŜǊȅέ ǇƭŀǎǘƛŎǎΦ In general, plastics without a recycling ID code 
imprinted on them are NOT recyclable  (This includes items such as 
plastic hangers, CD cases, plastic toys, trash bags, etc.) 

2. No microwavable plastics; they are treated to be heat-resistant and

3. No Styrofoam® (expanded polystyrene) products of any kindτeven if 
the item has a recycling symbol on it (as coffee cups often do).

Items NOT Accepted for Recycling  
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Ten Tips for Recycling Right!  

   Please DO NOT: 

1. Put non-recyclable materials into your collection container.  

When in doubt, throw it out! 

2. Place recyclable materials inside plastic bags. The only exceptions 

to this rule are shredded paper, which should be placed inside a paper 

bag or cardboard box, and recyclable plastic bags, which should be 

gathered together inside a single recyclable plastic bag. 

3. Leave Styrofoam® packing materials inside a cardboard box or 

other container.  

4. Leave foods or liquids inside of containers.  All containers should 

be emptied; rinsing is optional. 

5. Recycle microwaveable plastics.  This includes frozen dinner trays,

9. Set your cart more than six feet from the street or within four 
feet of potential obstructions (such as mailboxes ).  

10.  Pack items down into collection containers.  

Bag Basics: 

Garbage bags are not recyclable! 

Recyclable bags (like grocery bags) that 
are tossed single/loosely into a recycling 
cart can wrap around sorting facility 
machinery and are likely to be discarded 
as waste. Please bundle bags together! 
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Why NOT : 

1. It makes the recycling program less efficient and reduces the 
value of the materials being sold for recycling.  

2. Unlike garbage, recyclable materials must be sorted.  This means 

that if items were placed in a bag someone at the sorting facility would

Cart Leases. One cart is issued per household for no charge.  In addition 
to up-sizing, households that generate a large amount of recyclable 
materials may wish to lease an additional cart or carts for a one-time, 
fully-refundable fee.

Still Have Too Much Stuff?  If you have excess recyclable materials, 
you may place them at the curb next to the cart, inside a cardboard box, 
paper bag or open container (similar in size to an 18-gallon recycling bin) 
that has been clearly labeled for recycling. You may also utilize the 
recycling drop off center at the DSWM facilities, located at 9031 Reichs 
Ford Road in Frederick. (see p. 21 for more info.) 

Who Owns the Cart? Carts are the property of Frederick County 
Government and are assigned to specific addresses, not to the individuals 
who live there.

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Recycling Other Materials  

The Recycling Drop Off Center at 9031 Reichs Ford Road 

accepts much more than just bottles, cans, boxes and jars! 

By entering the facilities at the Recycle Road entrance (see map on 

page 26), you may bring in (Monday through Saturday, 7am-4:30pm), for 
no fee, any of the materials accepted for curbside recycling as well as:  

Bulky/Oversized Rigid Plastics:  Items  such as: lawn furniture, large 

plastic toys (such as outdoor play sets), coolers, kiddie pools, plastic 
buckets and storage totes, plastic shelving, laundry baskets, broken 
trash cans, etc.  Even large rigid automotive plastics such as car 
bumpers! Youth/infant car seats are accepted if the straps, padding and 
fabric have been removed. (Not Accepted: Items with motors and 
electronic components, PVC items (including pipes), vinyl siding, non-
rigid materials such as vinyl and rubber (such as garden hoses, 
landscape edging, tarps) or any other soft, flexible plastics.)

Yard Waste:  Small amounts (materials that fit inside a vehicle or bed 

of a standard truck, not trailer or larger loads) of yard waste can be 
dropped off in the convenience dumpster labeled for these materials at 
the recycling drop off site.  The primary yard waste recycling area must 
be accessed by entering through the main gate (see page 23). 

Please Note:  Textiles and clothing are not accepted for recycling 
by the Department of Solid Waste Management, but other programs and 
drop off sites exist locally; see pages 5-6 for information on Goodwill and 

The Frederick Rescue Mission.  Goodwill even accepts clothing no longer 
in wearable condition, for true textile recycling! 
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The main facility entrance is used when bringing in these 

recyclable materials:  

Yard Waste:  A dumpster is available for dropping off small amounts of 

yard waste at the Recycling Drop Off Center, but the primary yard waste 
recycling site is located on the DSWM main grounds, accessed via the 
main site entrance. See next page for more information on yard waste. 

Tires:  Tires are brought through the main entrance and charged at the 

standard MSW drop off rates.  Residents may bring up to five tires per 
year to the DSWM facilities.  (For more information & rates, see page 34). 

Electronics: These should be brought through the main entrance

Commercial Recyclables. Businesses in Frederick County canτ

and doτrecycle!  This includes multi-family housing units, which have 
the same business recycling options as any other commercial entity in 
the county.  Businesses/organizations may bring their own materials or 
hire a hauler to collect and transport recyclables to our facilities. 
Commercial recyclables are processed at a rate of $25 per ton, a big 
savings over commercial waste disposal fees.  Many local businesses

Yard Waste Recycling  
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COUNTY ORDINANCE 06~03~399.   Since 2006 yard waste has 
been banned from the landfill.  This includes materials generated by 
residents and commercial enterprises in the maintenance of lawns, 
gardens and landscaped areas.   

Residents have two main options for handling yard waste:  

1. Compost at home (more info on page 26). 

2. Bring or have the materials delivered to the DSWM mulch and 
composting facilities (addresses listed below). 

PLEASE NOTE: Residents of municipalities and those living in homeowner 
association-controlled areas may have curbside yard waste collection 
provided for them by these entities.  Please contact your town office or 
HOA for more information (town contact info listed on page 37.) 

DEPARTMENT OF SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT (DSWM)

COMPOSTING FACILITIES.  In 2008 a new facility was constructed for 

the processing of yard waste.  It is located within our main site, at 
9031 Reichs Ford Road in Frederick.  

Top-notch operational practices have been implemented at this site, 
including the use of specialized composting equipment, continual product 
monitoring,  and the adoption of quality control standards.

COMPOST AND MULCH FOR SALE.  The compost and mulch 
produced at the 9031 Reichs Ford Road facilities is sold in bulk from the 
same site (no pre-bagged materials or deliveries are available.) Our 
compost is named Revive for its ability to transform old materials into a 
new product and also for the affect it can have on your landscape!  

 Revive compost and our double-ground mulch costs $15 per ton.  
For our staff to load the materials, customers should have an open-bed 
vehicle or trailer and bring a tarp to cover their load.  If smaller amounts 
are desired, residents may bring a tub or bag and a shovel to hand load 
their own materials .  The site is accessible during regular operating hours, 
MondayτSaturday, 7 am until 4:30 pm. It is recommended to call 301-
600-2955 first for product availability, before driving out to purchase.

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Home Composting and Grasscycling  
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The Department of Solid Waste Management sells home 

composting bins for $20 each (payable by check only); available 

at our Reichs Ford Road Administrative Office.  

COMPOSTING is a method of assisting the natural decomposition 
process to produce a rich soil amendment that is great for gardens and 
lawns.  By composting you can recycle not only your yard waste, but also 
many of your kitchen scraps and some household waste as well.  

    The basic ingredients for a compost pile are:  

1. Feed stocks: Grass, leaves, kitchen scraps, shredded paper, etc. 

2. A structure: ! ŦŀƴŎȅ ōƛƴ ƛǎƴΩǘ ƴŜŎŜǎǎŀǊȅΣ ōǳǘ ƛǘ Ŏŀƴ ƳŀƪŜ ǘƘŜ ǇǊƻŎŜǎǎ 
more attractive. 

3. Moisture: The pile needs enough to stay damp but not wet. 

4. Heat: Generated naturally during the process, is lost during winter. 

5. Air: The compost pile is alive with beneficial microorganisms that 
need oxygen to do their work. Turning a pile lets air inτand also 
solves many common problems, from odors to excess moisture. 

6. Time: Depends on many variablesτespecially how often the pile is 
turnedτbut in general it takes anywhere from 4 weeks to 18 months. 

GRASSCYCLING is the all-natural method that contributes to the health 
of your lawn and the local environment.  Grasscycling is the simple 
process of leaving grass clippings on the lawn rather than raking or 
bagging them.

The Department of Solid Waste Management  
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There is only one public landfill in Frederick County.  The 
Department of Solid Waste Management (DSWM) manages that operation 
as well as the other facilities that share the site at 9031 Reichs Ford Road 
(see map on page 31).  The landfill was started in 1969; the current site 
encompasses 520 acres and is used to process or dispose of commercial, 
residential and industrial waste.   

    The original landfill (Site A) filled to capacity and was closed in 1998.  A 
second, adjacent landfill (Site B) opened in 1997 and has remained in use 
ǎƛƴŎŜΦ  ¢ƻ ǇǊŜǎŜǊǾŜ ǎǇŀŎŜΣ ŀƭƳƻǎǘ ŀƭƭ ƻŦ CǊŜŘŜǊƛŎƪ /ƻǳƴǘȅΩǎ ǿŀǎǘŜ ƛǎ ǘǊǳŎƪŜŘ 
out of state for disposal at other landfill sites.  This is projected to keep 
Site B open until the year 2045.   

In addition to the active landfill, the facilities at this site include: filled and 
closed landfill sections, composting  operations, a materials transfer 
station, a landfill gas-to-ŜƴŜǊƎȅ ǇǊƻƧŜŎǘΣ /ƛǘƛȊŜƴǎΩ /ƻƴǾŜƴƛŜƴŎŜ /ŜƴǘŜǊΣ ŀ 
recycling drop off center, administrative offices, and other related 
operations. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Funding for Operations.  The landfill and related facilities are funded 

in part through users fees and a System Benefit Charge (SBC), ensuring 

that no general tax dollars are spent on waste management or recycling.

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Location, Entrance Information and Hours  

The Department of Solid Waste Management facilities are 

located at 9031 Reichs Ford Road in Frederick.  There are two 
entrances to the facilities (please refer to the map on page 31): 

RECYCLE ROAD. Identified by a green street marking sign, 
Recycle Road provides access to the recycling drop-off center 
and Home Composting Demonstration Area.  

SCALE HOUSE. The main entrance to our site is marked by a 
large sign identifying the Department of Solid Waste

When arriving at the 
main entrance, your first stop will be at the scale house.  In order to 
keep accurate records of the tons of waste disposed, all vehicles are 
weighed as they enter and exit.  The staff person who greets you will 
ask what you are disposing, inquire whether you have cash or check to 
pay, and then direct you to your next stop.

HOLIDAYS:  All facilities at the Reichs Ford Road site are closed for the

    From points north:  Take Interstate 70 East towards Baltimore.  Take Exit 

55- South Street.  At the bottom of the ramp, turn left onto Reich's Ford 
Road.  Proceed 3.5 miles, the facilities will be on your right.  

From points south: Take 270 North to exit 32, Interstate 70 East towards 
Frederick.  Take Exit 55- South Street and turn left at the bottom of the 
ramp.

rates (see above).  More than 6 total units will be charged at the 

commercial rate of $28.00 per piece. 

Electronics Recycling τ Electronics must be brought to the facility 
via the main entrance, where they will be charged at the rate of 
$0.76 per 20 pounds ($76 per ton) for recycling. 

Yard Trimmings and Single-Stream Recyclables τ There is no 
residential/household charge to drop off these materials. 

ALL TRANSACTIONS MUST BE PAID FOR BEFORE OR AT THE 

TIME MATERIALS ARE DROPPED OFF.  

   Acceptable forms of payment are cash, personal/

The DSWM facilities are to be used for processing waste and 
recyclables generated in Frederick County only.  On your first visit 

proof of residency is required, such as a driver's license, vehicle registration 
or utility bill.  Once residency is established, customers are provided with a 
landfill identification card or sticker . 
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Facility and Local Regulations  

COVERED LOADS.  Since 1989 Maryland law has required that "A 
vehicle with any load may not be driven on any highway unless the load 
and any covering on the load are fastened securely to prevent the load or 
covering from becoming loose or detached or in any way endangering 
other users of the highway."  (See Maryland Transportation Article 24-106.1 ) 

   This means that all loads coming into or leaving the DSWM facilities must 
be covered or otherwise secure and not in danger of blowing or spilling 
from the vehicle.   This includes waste, recyclables or yard debris coming 
into our facilities as well as mulch or compost being hauled away!   

PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES.  It is unlawful to do any of the following on 
the premises of the Department of Solid Waste Management: 

Salvaging or removal of waste or recyclable items 

Dumping before or after regular operating hours 

Dumping hot ashes, firearms or explosives 

Reckless, speeding or unsafe operation of a vehicle. 

CHILDREN UNDER THE AGE OF 16 must remain in vehicle at all 
times while on the premises. 

RADIATION CHECKS.  Site visitors should be advised that all 
incoming vehicles are scanned for radioactive materials. Individuals 
who have recently been exposed to certain medical radiation may

HAZARDOUS WASTE.  Any person depositing hazardous waste in a 
refuse disposal area is subject to a civil penalty not to exceed $10,000 and 
a mandatory injunction by the Board of County Commissioners to cause 
the violator to remove the hazardous material at their own expense.  This 
may include site grading, pollution control, decontamination of equipment 
or personnel and the violator shall be liable for any injuries to personnel 
as a result of depositing hazardous waste.  For examples of hazardous 
materials and information on proper disposal, please see page 35. 

OTHER UNACCEPTABLE MATERIALS.  Liquids of any kind (including 
paint, fuels or oils) are not accepted for disposal. Yard waste is banned 
from landfill disposal, but is accepted for recycling at the designated drop 
off site (see map on page 31).
